The 
‘non-blooming’ effect means this product is suitable 
for use on dark coloured substrates where aesthetic 
appearance is important.

Larger gaps or acidic 
surfaces will also reduce cure speed but this can be overcome 
by the use of Permabond C Surface Activator (CSA).
*Higher temperatures may be endured for short periods 
providing the parts are not unduly stressed.

Surface Preparation
Surfaces should be clean, dry and grease-free before 
applying the adhesive.  Permabond Cleaner A is 
recommended for the degreasing of most surfaces.  
Some metals such as aluminium, copper and its alloys 
will benefit from light abrasion with emery cloth (or 
similar), to remove the oxide layer.

Adhesive Application
ÂApply the adhesive sparingly to one surface (usually 
1 drop is sufficient). Bring the components together 
quickly and correctly aligned.
ÂApply sufficient pressure to ensure the adhesive 
spreads into a thin film. 
ÂDo not disturb or re-align until curing is achieved, 
normally in a few seconds.
ÂAny surplus adhesive can be removed with 
Permabond Cleaner A.
NB:
ÂFor difficult or porous surfaces, Permabond CSA 
activator is recommended. 
ÂIf bonding polypropylene, polyethylene, PTFE or 
silicone, prime first with Permabond Polyolefin Primer.
